Description:
This assignment includes two parts: writing a lesson plan and preparing a slideshow to assist in teaching it. 

Begin by conceiving your lesson plan. You may use Inspiration to do this, or draft your plan on paper. I will not need you to turn in this piece. Note that you must base your lesson on at least one objective identified in the Clark County School District (CCSD) Curriculum Essentials Framework (CEF) for one of the following subject areas: mathematics, science, language arts, or social studies. 

Next, download the lesson plan template from our class website. You must use the simplified lesson plan template which requires use of Microsoft Word. Then, transfer your pre-conceived plan onto the lesson plan template. You will need to refine your plan and add several features to complete this aspect of the assignment. Finally, use your lesson plan to create PowerPoint slides to assist in teaching your lesson. The slides should depict what you would like your students to see, not simply describe your lesson.

Your lesson should take about 50 minutes to teach.

If you have questions, post your concerns in the course blog space on WebCampus. When you see posted questions, immediately respond if you know the answer, or if you have an idea that might help your classmate(s). I will follow the blog and respond if your question is not answered within a reasonable timeframe.

Turn in your lesson plan and slideshow via the WebCampus Assignment Dropbox no later than before class on February 7, 2007. Also, turn in a hard copy of your lesson plan. Finally, you will share your slideshow with your classmates so be sure to have a copy of your slideshow (you can email it to yourself or have it on a portable drive) available in class.
