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This assignment includes four parts: 1.) writing a lesson plan, 2.) preparing the teaching materials needed to deliver the lesson, 3.)  presenting your lesson to your peers, and 4.) writing a reflection of your experience. Unlike the first lesson plan requirement for this course, your students must engage with technology as part of this lesson and they must have exposure to 21st century skills. Gear this lesson toward completion within one 50-minute instructional period.

Begin by conceiving your lesson plan. You may use Inspiration to do this, or draft your plans on paper. You need not turn in this piece. The lesson must be based on at least one objective identified in the Clark County School District (CCSD) Curriculum Essential Framework for either mathematics, science, social studies, or language arts and clearly list the NETS-S standards to which your students will gain exposure. Your reflection piece must address the 21st century skills your students will obtain by participating in your lesson.

Next, download the regular (not simplified) lesson plan template from our class website. You must use this template for your lesson plan. Focusing on clarity, transfer your pre-conceived plan into lesson plan format. You will need to refine your plan, adding several features to the lesson to complete this aspect of the assignment. Next, use your lesson plan to determine what materials you will need to teach your lesson (e.g., PowerPoint slides, worksheets, homework grading rubrics), and create each of these materials. You must include supporting materials. Finally, prepare a short-answer, prose-based reflection of your experiences while developing your lesson. Address the following questions:

1. Why did you choose to have students use the technology you chose for this lesson?

2. How will students be better prepared with their 21st century skills as a result of participation in this lesson?

3. Do you feel your chosen activities and technologies add to or detract from students reaching the learning objectives and why?

4. What was the most difficult part of this assignment?

5. What would you like me to know before I grade your lesson?

Turn in hard copies of your final lesson plan, all support materials, and the reflection before class on March 28, 2007. You will also need electronic copies of any materials needed to present your lesson to your classmates in class on that day. Finally, save back-up copies for inclusion in your e-portfolio.
