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Description:
For this assignment, you will identify an online lesson plan from a pre-selected list (available at http://del.icio.us/spreadsheets) that utilizes a spreadsheet to teach a concept. You will then report general characteristics of the lesson plan, evaluate its quality and suitability, create a mock spreadsheet that a student would create as part of the lesson, and evaluate the quality of the spreadsheet while recommending extension questions for the lesson. You must submit three documents no later than class time on February 21, 2007: (1) a hard copy of the completed assignment form (the form is available at http://coe.nevada.edu/ckeeler/Computers/Lessons/Assignments/SpreadsheetLessonEvalForm.doc); (2) a printout of the lesson plan; and (3) your spreadsheet sample with a graph/chart (submitted via WebCampus’ Assignment Dropbox). Title the spreadsheet YourLastName_SpreadsheetExample.xls
1. From the list available at http://del.icio.us/spreadsheets, locate a classroom lesson integrating a spreadsheet program that you envision using with K-8 students to develop critical thinking and problem solving skills. Using the downloadable form, report on the following:

a. Lesson Description

i. Hyperlinked URL

ii. Intended grade level(s)

iii. Primary subject area(s) addressed

iv. CCSD Curriculum Essential Framework objectives addressed (cite subject area, grade, objective number, and description)

b. Lesson Evaluation

i. Is the lesson suitable for classroom use?

1. Is it teachable within your preferred instructional delivery style?

2. What changes would you make to the lesson? Describe the changes or why you feel none are necessary.

ii. What level of computer access and skill is necessary to deliver the lesson (include required number of computers, required/recommended software, and level of student experience with spreadsheet applications)?

iii. Does the lesson include an assessment component and do you feel the assessment adequately evaluates student mastery of the objectives?

c. Spreadsheet Evaluation/Extension (Construct the spreadsheet before completing this section.)

i. Was the lesson plan’s graph/chart recommendation appropriate for the data being analyzed? Why or why not? [If none was recommended, explain why you believe your graph/chart is most appropriate for the data.]

ii. Identify three questions you could pose to students regarding analysis of the data. The questions must encourage higher-order thinking and list acceptable student responses with explanations.

2. After you have evaluated the lesson and before evaluating the spreadsheet, create a sample spreadsheet and an appropriate graph/chart you would expect students to construct for this lesson. Your spreadsheet must include:

a. At least five rows and three columns.

b. At least two functions (e.g. sum, difference, average).

c. A header including a hyperlink to the original lesson plan.

d. Titles for rows and columns.

e. Data relevant to the lesson plan (these may be fictitious as long as the data supports the lesson concepts).

f. Additional formatting to support data readability.

g. A graph or chart including:

i. Formatting that matches the data for analysis.

ii. An appropriate, descriptive title.

iii. An appropriately placed legend.

iv. Additional appropriate formatting to enhance the display.
