Assignment: Technology Journey I

Due Date: January 22 by 8:00 AM PST (First Draft); January 24 by 8:00 AM PST (Edits); January 24 by 10:00 AM PST (Final Draft)

Description:
In essay form, describe the technology journey you have taken through your life. Include specific examples of when and how you encountered technologies and your feelings when engaging them. In particular, focus on the use of technologies in your educational experiences. You may wish to consider the following questions:

· What do you recall being the major uses of technology in elementary, middle, and high school?

· How did your teachers use technology?

· What types of hardware/software were you exposed to in school and at home? Did you like them or not?

· What type of access to computers did you have at school and home?

· Do you use technology for personal use? How and when did you start?
Be honest about what you do and do not like and about how much you feel you will use technologies (or not use them) once you enter the teaching profession. 

There is no length expectation for your paper, though you should be thorough in your presentation. You must use properly formatted text (as shown in class) and you may add special features where they are appropriate (e.g., bullets to describe items in list format, tables for comparisons, pictures or graphics to describe items better expressed visually).

Note that a classmate will review and make recommendations for improvement to your first draft. You are required to also review the work of another classmate. Use the “Track Changes” feature while editing your classmate’s work. In the review, include both positive and constructive feedback as a note at the beginning of the document. Once you receive your edited paper, you are to accept or reject changes and respond to the editor’s feedback by modifying your work. Your manuscript should be vastly improved between the first and second drafts. The final draft must not include any editorial marks. If you have concerns about the editing part of the assignment you would like noted before grading, add these as a notation following the conclusion of your manuscript.

If you have questions, post your concerns in the course blog within WebCampus. When you see that other questions are posted, immediately respond if you know the answer or have an idea that may help your classmate. I will follow the blog and respond if questions are not answered within a reasonable timeframe.

Make sure you keep copies of all three versions of your paper. You must turn in a copy of your first draft via the WebCampus Assignment Dropbox no later than 8:00 AM PST on Monday, January 22, 2007. You must return your colleague’s edited work to the instructor via the Assignment Dropbox no later than 8:00 AM PST on Wednesday, January 24, 2007. Turn in your final draft to the Assignment Dropbox no later than 810:00 AM PST on Monday, January 29, 2007.
