Assignment: Educational Website Evaluations

Due Date: October 23, 2006

Description:

This assignment requires you develop an evaluation form and use it to evaluate two educational websites. Hard copies of the completed form for two evaluations are due no later than before class on October 23, 2006. An electronic copy of the website form is due by class time on October 23, 2006 posted to the WebCampus Assignment Dropbox.

Use criteria from the following websites along with information you gained from your readings (see the Schrock and November articles in particular) to create a form for your evaluations:

The form must provide general information about the website, a rich description of the site, and criteria noted as important when evaluating educational websites. Don’t forget to include a space for the evaluator’s name.  It must be a word processed document and include at least one table and one form field check box. Once the evaluation form is developed, save it as Word Stationary so you will maintain a clean copy of the form. You will then type your evaluative information directly onto the form, giving each a unique name (e.g., Eval_of_UpToTen.doc).

Do not use any of the websites presented or evaluated in class (these are linked from the lesson plan). Also, try not to duplicate evaluations of websites your peers are completing.

When choosing sites, choose a site you would assign students to use for instructional purposes, not one you would use for productivity purposes. Ensure your selections meet the following guidelines:

· Must be designed for educational purposes;

· Must be appropriate for students between Pre-K and Grade 8; 

· Must NOT be a webliography;

· Use no more than one WebQuest; and

· Must be available via the World Wide Web.
