Assignment: e-Portfolio

Due Date: May 2 by class time (Draft); May 7 by noon PST (Final)

Description:
This assignment requires you develop a peer-reviewed electronic portfolio available via the World Wide Web in a blog format. The portfolio and all its component parts are due no later than noon PST on May 7, though a refined draft must be available for in-class peer reviews on May 2.

The purpose of this portfolio is to express your ability to teach elementary-level students using technology. Though it will show your ability to utilize the technology, your focus must be on demonstrating integration of technology-based artifacts into your future classroom. Your audience should be potential employers (e.g., principals considering your application for a faculty position at their school, publishers). While you are welcome to include any artifacts you feel demonstrate your ability to integrate technology, you must primarily use artifacts from this course.

At a minimum, your portfolio must include:

· Links with brief descriptions of three artifacts from this class (not including those listed below);

· A link to Lesson Plan II and its associated support materials; 

· A link to Technology Journey II;

· A link to three favorite readings from this course including a description of each article and how you will incorporate the concepts from the article into your future classroom; and,

· A listing of at least three favorite websites and two pieces of educational software with brief descriptions of and links to each.

The design must include:

· A minimum of two graphics (can be screen shots, digital photos or videos, or clip art);

· A menubar including links to all tier-one pages within the e-portfolio; and,

· At least five blog entries including the homepage.

Additionally, fonts and colors should be consistent (or at least complementary) throughout the site and should be appropriate for the material presented. Except for PowerPoint files, forms, and other approved files, all other items must appear in the blog  or on an HTML page. The homepage must include your name, your picture, and a description of the purpose of the e-portfolio.
