Narrator’s Point of View

Subject Area: Language Arts
Grade Level: 4 (4th quarter)
Unit Title: Narration
Objectives:

· Identify the narrator in a work of fiction.

· Define “point of view.”

· Demonstrate the ability to identify the narrator’s point of view in a work of fiction.

ISTE NETS-S Standards Addressed:

4a. Students use telecommunication to collaborate, publish, and interact with peers, experts, and other audiences.

Needed Materials:

· Computer with PowerPoint slides

· Projection device

· A copy of Island of the Blue Dolphins by Scott O’Dell (1 per student)
· Computers with blog access (1 per student) 
Procedure

Sponge Activity: Have the lights dimmed in the room and have ocean music playing in the background. Read chapter one of Island of the Blue Dolphins by Scott O’Dell aloud to the students.

Anticipatory Set: Ask students to describe the narrator of the story and how she feels.
Tell students the daily outline and objectives
Lecture: Define “narrator” and identify methods of identifying the narrator of a story (e.g., use of first person). Define “point of view.”
Activity: Institute “BEAR” time (“Be Active And Read”) and have students read chapter two of Island of the Blue Dolphins. Once students complete the chapter, have them go to a computer and answer or respond to the following questions in a small group (4 students) blog space.

· What was the author’s point of view throughout the chapter?

· Would you have had the same point of view if you were in her situation?

When students complete their blog postings, they may return to their desks and silently work on their grammar homework.

Review: Ask the last student to post from each group to summarize what the students in their group said. Ask the remaining students what they learned from answering the questions and reading the responses of other students. Ask all students how they would have felt if in the narrator’s situation.
Closure:

· Review outline

· Review objectives

· Assessment: For homework, have students finish reading chapter 3 and write a paragraph about how they would feel if placed in the same situation as the narrator.

· Due in two days.

· “Teaser” for tomorrow: Ask students to start thinking about how much of this story may be true.
