Importing Video from the Camera to Your Mac

	1.
	Use a FireWire cable to connect your video camera to the FireWire port on your Mac, then turn on your camera. Open iMovie.


	2.
	Create a new project by clicking the Create Project button or by going to the File menu and then choosing New Project.



	3.
	In the window that appears, type a name for your project. Save it in the “Documents” folder on your hard disk. Click the Create button.



	4.
	Use the playback controls in iMovie HD to rewind to where you want to start importing.



	5.
	Click the Import button. Watch as the clips appear in the iMovie HD Clips pane.



	6.
	When you’re finished importing, click the Import button again.



	7.
	Save your project by opening the File menu and choosing Save Project.
Disconnect the camera.


Arranging Your Clips

	1.
	Select a clip in the iMovie Clips pane.



	2.
	Drag it to the clip viewer at the bottom of the iMovie window. Repeat this process with the other clips you want to include.



	3.
	Move the clips in the clip viewer to change the order in which they appear in your movie.



	4.
	Click the Rewind button to move the playhead to the beginning of your movie, and then click the Play button to watch your movie. Save your iMovie project.


Editing Clips in the Timeline View

	1.
	Click the Timeline Viewer button in the iMovie window. Select a clip from the iMovie timeline.



	2.
	Select a portion of a clip in the clip viewer by dragging the crop markers below the scrubber bar to indicate where you want your clip to begin and end. 



	3.
	Go to the Edit menu and then choose Crop or Clear to remove a section. 

You can use the arrow keys on your keyboard to move frame by frame through your footage, or hold down the shift key while pressing the arrow key to move 10 frames at a time.



	4.
	Sometimes you might make a few edits and decide you don’t like them. Simply choose Undo from the Edit menu as many times as you want between saves. Save your iMovie project.


Adding Transitions between Clips

	1.
	Select a clip in the clip viewer. Make sure this clip is followed by at least one other clip.



	2.
	Click the Trans button, and then select a transition from the list. Notice a preview of the transition appear at the top of the Transitions pane.



	3.
	Drag the transition from the list to the right of the clip you selected. Notice the small red line below the transition marker. This line appears while the transition is being added between the two clips.



	4.
	After the red line disappears, click the Rewind button to move the playhead to the beginning of your movie, and then click the Play button to watch your movie.



	5.
	Repeat the process to add several more transitions to your movie. Save your project.


Creating a Title for Your Movie

	1.
	Click the first clip in the clip viewer, and then click the Titles button.



	2.
	Click a title to select it, and then type your title in the text entry fields.



	3.
	Use the options to change the color, style, and size of the title text.



	4.
	Click the Preview button to see what the title will look like in your movie.



	5.
	If you deselect the Over Black option the title appears over the first clip.



	6.
	Drag the title from the list to the left of the first clip in the clip viewer. Notice the small red line appear below the clip. It appears while the title is being added to the clip.



	7.
	After the red line disappears, click Rewind to move to the beginning of your movie, then click the Play to watch the movie. Save your iMovie project.


Adding Music Clips - (Don’t overdo it!)
	1.
	Have group members select 1 or 2 music clips from the Music Loops CD on another computer. Save the clips on a flash drive to move to your computer.



	2.
	Put the saved clips in your folder.



	3.
	In iMovie, select File>Import and navigate to the clip.



	4.
	The music clip will appear in the bottom track of iMovie Timeline. You can edit (shorten) the clips using the command Edit>Split clip at playhead. Then you can adjust the volume to fade out between the two clips by clicking on the top of the end of the first clip and holding the mouse down while dragging to the bottom of the second clip. Save your iMovie project.


Saving Your Movie as a Quick Time file

	1.
	Save your project. Select File>Share.


	2.
	On the next screen select:

1. “QuickTime” option at the top

2. Compress Movie for: CD-ROM

3. Share



	3.
	On the next screen

1. Save as: select a final title

2. Navigate to your folder
3. Save


	5.
	The program will take a few minutes to compress your file. Then you can take the finished QuickTime format file with you!



	
	You can also choose the option to burn to a DVD or put the finished movie back on the digital tape for storage. However, we will not use those options for this exercise.
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
