Analysis

Compare and contrast the educational usefulness of high- and low-quality digital cameras.

· High-quality digital cameras are better to use with educational instruction if images that need to be printed out are of large sizes because the image will be seen more clearly.

· Low-quality digital cameras are better to use with educational instruction if images that need to be printed out are of smaller sizes because there isn’t a need for higher degree of pixels to see the image since it is smaller.

· If money is limited, low-quality digital cameras would be preferred because high-quality digital cameras cost more than low-quality digital cameras. 

· Low-quality digital cameras would be preferred for lower level students who would use the technology for simple reasons of hands on activity, thus, quality is not of importance.

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Fair Use
Principle: Copyrighted materials are necessary under specific circumstances and leads to benefiting society
Guidelines to follow:
(1) Purpose must be limited to education

· It cannot be for entertainment purposes

(2) Nature of material 

· Must come from a legitimate copy

(3) The amount of duplication in relation to the material 

· Ex: copying a workbook (not fair use) versus copying a chapter from text (fair use)

(4) Effect of use on potential market

· Must not exceed necessity

· Lack of time and necessity of educational purpose overrules
Formula to focus on:
Legitimate Copy + Credit Given +Educational Purpose =

Fair Use
