Analysis

Compare and contrast the educational usefulness of high- and low-quality digital cameras.


Some advantages for having a high quality digital camera in the classroom would be the ability to take high quality pictures that could be enlarged for different projects such as yearbooks or science experiments.  Students would also be able to take a wider range of pictures such as panoramic views or long distant shots when they go on field trips.  A disadvantage would be the cost of the camera and fewer cameras for a school because of the high cost.  Some advantages for a low quality digital camera would be the cheaper price and thus more cameras for the classrooms and more students to work with that technology.  There would be less repair cost because of the cheaper price.  The students would still be able to use the cameras for different projects but because of the fewer pixels they wouldn’t have as many choices for the pictures.
