Lesson Title: Observable Properties of Matter

Objective: Students will be able to describe objects in terms of their observable properties 

CEF (3) 1.5

Needed Materials:

· Clay, rocks, water, ice

· Heating element

· Cups (water containers)

· Internet access for on-line survey

Procedure

Sponge Activity:

 Have centers set up around the room and have students explore different materials at centers, including manipulating clay, handling rocks, etc.

Anticipatory Set: 

How do the materials differ in size, shape, color, texture?

Lecture:


Describe for students the different states of matter and how liquids can become solids or gas.

Activity: 

Water experiment where students will observe the different states of a liquid including solid, liquid, and gas.

Closure: 

· Review the different states of matter, allow for question and answer period.  

· Open discussion

Assessment: 

Have students participate in on-line survey on properties of matter.  

Evaluate the responses of the survey for student comprehension.
